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Participants will be given a map with all the controls marked. An electronic timing

system will be use whereby all control sites visited can be recorded. Time allowed

will be 45 minutes for under 12 year olds; 60 for under 16: and 75 for under 20s; to
find as many as possible. Penalty points will be deducted from those arriving back

late.

Each ‘control’ visited is worth 10 to 40 points depending on its distance away from
the start and its technical and locational difficulty.
