Competitors instructed not to cross the road or any fence

Access to Knapton wood from the south available for
emergency vehicles.

Large signs will be erected at the side of the A64 warning
drivers of turning vehicles at the junction of the access track
and A64. These will be placed at 300/200/100 yards from the
junction in both directions. Competitors will be warned
verbally and in the Final Details to take extra care at this
junction, particularly when egressing the track. (KH)

Marshals will supervise and control entrance to & exit from
the parking site through the single track (KH)

Car park marshalled by at least four competent persons. (KH)
