 Vehicles parked on each side of central track in the parking 
field and at various places within the area with adequate 
space to enable them to manoeuvre safely. 

 
 Competitors instructed for their own safety not to cross any 

fences unless marked as a ‘crossing point’.  Most fences 
have barbed wire and although shown as crossable on the 
map are difficult and dangerous to cross.   

 Full leg cover is required – logs not to be climbed.

 Procedure for ensuring all competitors have returned from 

their courses (BS/MR) 
 

 Missing Person Procedure implemented if competitor is 
overdue 

 Competitors are required to carry a whistle. 
 Leg covering/ suitable clothing required for all competitors  
 Qualified First Aid persons available at Registration. (BS/MV) 

Communication 
Mobile phone reception in the area is 
patchy 
 

 
 Delay in getting ambulance to the 

site 

 
 There's a payphone in the village - marked approx location on 

map 
 Londesborough village has a defibrillator -  marked on the 

map at registration 
 A driver could be deployed to take a lone participant to A&E. 

(BS) 
Other people/activities in area 
The area is private woodland with some 
public footpaths. 
 

 
 Juniors liable to meeting strangers 

- unlikely occurrence. 

 
 Landowner fully informed of activities (BS) 
 Apart from the Landowner presence and possible walkers, no 

other activities are taking place in the area. 
 

Weather 
Excessive cold, strong wind, rain or snow 
or a combination of above 
 
 

 Injuries as result of RTAs 
travelling to/from event 

 Hyperthermia / exposure 
 Injuries as a result of hidden 

features due to snow 
 
Severity high but likelihood minimal 
with controls in place. 

 Weather forecast monitored regularly (BS) 
 Waterproof jackets may be mandatory. 

 
 
 
 

 Event cancelled if conditions either increase the level of risk 
to an unacceptable level for those travelling to the event and / 
or competitors taking part in the area e.g. heavy rain/snowfall. 

Equipment 
Electrical equipment / cables in the Tent 
allocated for the event Registration. 
 
 

 
 Injuries as a result of trips & falls  

 
 
Severity moderate, likelihood small if 
controls implemented. 

 
 Equipment set up by HALO members with considerable 

previous experience. (BS/KH/) 
 Tent ropes taped. 
 Cables stored mainly under tables and will not be where
